Notes from Library director Don Barlow

Ups and Downs

It seems thereÕs always an upside to every downside.  In January 
the Wall Street Journal reported jumps in usage of libraries around 
the country, finding that library visits in some places were up as 
much as 65% since 2007. In 2008, for the first time in our history, the 
number of items checked out at the library exceeded 2 million.  

At a time when jobs are disappearing, the auto industry is shaky and 
foreclosures are high, our library is busy providing the print resourc-
es, Web sites, computer instruction and online access our visitors 
need to make crucial financial and personal decisions.  In February 
alone, we circulated more than 5,500 items every day, had 92,000 
Web visits for the month and cardholders are up by 8%.  Assisting 
our users at this difficult time is a service we take seriously.

The downside for the library has been the reduced funding from the 
state of Ohio.  The estimated 8% decline for 2009 has come true.  
In January we increased the overdue fine amounts and revised the 
cap for fines, adjusting it to allow for replacement costs of materi-
als.  We also are under a hiring freeze, have reduced our property 
maintenance spending and scaled back our budget for new library 
materials.

Ups and downs are with us.   We ask for your support and under-
standing during this difficult economic time, as we will continue to 
work to maintain the level of service you have come to expect from 
your library.

Ming Trammel joins Board of Trustees

Early baseball game

In June of 1884 two baseball teams were 
organized in Westerville. The Þrst game be-
tween these rival teams – the Westerville Fire 
Company and a group named the Westerville 
Amateurs – was played as part of a creek 
side picnic. 

The excursion to the picnic site required 
twelve coaches to transport all of the play-
ers and their eager supporters. The brass 
band of Galena entertained the group as 
they feasted on the contents of their picnic 
baskets. Then the game commenced.

Played on the side of a hill beside the 
boulder-strewn banks of the creek, this 
baseball game ended in a dispute in the 
eighth inning with both sides vowing to start 
over at a re-match on a later date.  Finally on 
July 18, 1884, the long anticipated rematch 
was played. The game ended with a score of 
8 for the Westerville Amateurs and 36 for the 
Westerville Fire Company. 

Today, on baseball diamonds in parks 
throughout Westerville, baseball players 
gather on spring and summer evenings to 
carry on the rich tradition of baseball in our 
community.
